As a valuable client of [Agency Name], we want to inform you about the new flood hazard maps and how they affect you.  As you may be aware, [community name], in conjunction with FEMA, just completed a multi-year project to re-examine area flood risks and developed detailed, digital flood hazard maps.  These updated maps—known as Flood Insurance Rate Maps or FIRMs —reflect current flood risks, using the most current elevation, rainfall and other data combined with the latest modeling technology.   As a result, business owners and residents—like you —will be able to make more informed decisions to help ensure their personal safety and financial stability.
These new flood maps are still preliminary and need to go through a 90-day public comment period, resolution of any raised issues and local adoption of the final maps.  The maps and related insurance requirements are expected to become effective in [date, month, or season].

Even though the maps are not yet effective, it is important that you understand how you will be affected, your property’s risk for flooding, and your insurance options.  Our initial review of the preliminary maps indicates that your property is being mapped into a lower risk flood zone.  Once the maps become effective, your lender may no longer require you to carry flood insurance.  However, we strongly recommend that you continue to carry it as your flood risk has only been reduced, not removed.  To encourage property owners to continue to protect their property, the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) now allows you to convert your existing flood insurance policy so that you can still maintain your current coverage, but lower your costs and receive a refund. 
Since your flood risk and insurance needs may be changing, we would like to further discuss the effects of the new maps, review your insurance options, (e.g. NFIP’s Policy Conversion, low-cost Preferred Risk Policies) and help determine when you should take action.
