Dear Insurance Agent:

Flood insurance will soon be a choice rather than a requirement for many property owners in our community.  The [local government/agency] asks for your help in urging your clients who own properties in areas near levees to maintain their flood insurance coverage.  

Agents will be on the front lines during upcoming flood insurance changes.  Recent improvements to [name of community] levee(s) will soon result in the release of more than [number of properties affected] properties from the federal flood insurance requirement.  In the coming weeks, clients will contact you to learn more about these changes and how they might be affected.  As you advise them, please keep in mind these improvements have reduced, but not eliminated, the flood risk to our community.
Levees: Protection with risk.  All levees, including those in our region, are built to provide a specific level of flood protection.  But severe weather can cause levees to fail or overtop.  The flooding that results can be catastrophic and cause financial devastation for residents and business owners who do not carry flood insurance.
You can make a difference.  You can perform a valuable service by alerting your clients to the flood risk in their community and informing them of their flood insurance options, including the opportunity to switch to a low-cost Preferred Risk Policy.  The enclosed materials will help you engage in this important dialogue.  
Floods are America’s most common and costly natural disaster.  Yet many people who live and work near levees are unaware of the flood risk in their own backyards.  Advise your clients to choose wisely and stay protected.
